God is using me now as a missionary pastor in Bulan. It is 800 
kilometers from my home. I started this work last April and it is very 
challenging to preach the gospel in this place. The people are 
responsive and kind and hospitable. 

God gave me a beautiful wife, whom I met in the Bible college 
as my teacher and friend. She is also a supervisor in the Mountain View 
Baptist Bible Seminary. I thank God for my wife because I asked Him in 
prayer for her. 

I am actively and consistently involved in training others for the 
ministry. I have trained one preacher who is working in a church in a 
different area. I have started just the church I am pastor of, but we are 
evangelizing other areas with the purpose of starting other churches. 
My work also involves literature distribution, prison ministries, slum 
ministries, children's ministries and open air evangelism. 

Since we work full-time for the Lord and do not hold any other 
jobs to supplement our income, we need your financial help. We do 
have a small income from our church, but it is not enough to meet our 
needs. We live in a one-room house which is typical for our area.

This may be the first time in our 
Indian history that a Christian preaching meeting 
was allowed in a Hindu temple. The Hindu gods are 
idol gods. just statues, whereas, our God is a 
Living God. 

At the time of invitation, 16 people came 
forward and accepted the Lord Jesus Christ as 
their personal Savior. Among these 16, one young 
man was the son of the Hindu priest of this temple. 
Praise God for this wonderful and unforgettable 
experience.
