We traveled for about eight hours by the bullock
cart to reach the hospital. When we reached hospi-
tal, the doctor refused to admit him. Because the
patient is a Christian. He asked me for some bribe
to admit him. It is a Government hospital. We are
not suppose to pay anything else. As there is no
alternative, | was forced to give some money and
admitted him. After one month’s treatment he was
discharged. (Because of what | did for him) it
completely changed the attitude of the villagers and
on the following Sunday itself, | had 62 visitors.
Praise God, most of them promised to come to our
church regularly.

Your prayers and your help made me to take this
risk to provide him everything. Please pray for him.

This created jealousy among our own Indian
people. They are making some plans to create some
troubles to me and to my family. Because they don't
like Jesus to be preached. Last Sunday evening, when
we went out to plant a new church in a nearby village,
these people attacked us with sticks and beat me and
my wite mercilessly and left us on the road. Without
any help or medical aid, we were left on the road. After
a long time the highway police stopped their vehicle
and took pity on us and admitted us into a hospital. Of
course we have a lot of bleeding; even the injuries are
minor ones. After three days we were discharged and
are doing well.
