Sponsoring a national preacher is a simple process. Simply
tell us which country you are most burdened for and we’ll provide you
with information on preachers living there who are approved for spon-
sorship. If you don’'t have a preference, we’li assign you a preacher from
our most needy list.

Sponsorship is $35.00 monthly, however, since we get each
preacher two sponso:s, you have the opportunity of providing double
sponsorship ($70.00 monthly) if you prefer. This of course, is not
required. The preacher receives 80% of the funding and 20% is used
for operating expenses. d

As a sponsor you should receive correspondence when we
send your support to your chasen preacher three times annuaily.

Each preacher recommended for support has successfully
passed through at least three levels of examination and has been
proven to be doctrinally sound, morally pure and have a verifiable track
record in church planting and discipleship.

Sponsorship of a TEAM can be done for as [it* -
montnly, or for any other amount you wish. TEAM stand: :or \.yetier
Effectively Advancing the Ministry. Though many preachers are being
supported, they often collectively lack ministry tools that can be most
useful. The purpose of the TEAM funding is to provide each country
with money to be vsed for such things as purchasing Bibles and tracts,
printing literature. Juying bicycles for tiie traveling evangelists, building
a church o: Bible school, higiping with emergency relief, etc. !

Eacl: timesier as the funds are mailed abroad, the national
cocrdinator iuv =svery nation is asked to fill out a TEAM Report Form
wieh wa will send to you:. This will give you a first hand report of how
your funds were eftectively used to advance the ministry in that land.

Sponsorship of an orphan is $35.00 monthly and provides for
lodging, food, clothing, basic medical care, and education.

All orphanages assisted by Final Frontiers are administered by
pastors who are supported through this foundation, and are operated
as a ministry of a local church. Trimesterly correspondence is
encouraged between the orphans and their sponsors.

Membership in the Final Frontiers Society is $45.00 annually
(for a family) and is used to fund special ministry projects overseas and
our various international offices.

B Easter in Australia ,

Australian Christians are working together to “Reclaim Easter” from the
secular society. Last year about a million people participated. This year,
churches in every capital city and as many as 500 other cities and
towns celebrated Easter through prayer vigils, festivals, and marches.

B Botswana’s AIDS crisis

Botswana has the highest rate of HIV infection in the world, according
to Mennonite Brethren Missions/Services Workers in the country. Half
of all the students at the University of Botswana are HIV-positive. In the
cities and towns, 40% of pregnant women test positive for HIV, the
virus that causes AIDS. 25% of all people over age 15 are infected.

B Former rebels gain in El Salvador

Former Marxist rebels in El Salvador made gains at the ballot box they
were never able to make on the battlefield. During the recent midterm
elections, they won the same number of seats as the Arena Party. The
former rebels more than quadrupled the number of city halls they
control, and nearly doubled their representation in the congress. Mario
Valiente of Arena, who lost his bid for reelections as mayor of San
Salvador, stated after the vote. “The Salvadorian people, apparently
even at the national level, have decided to try an adventure.”

B Orthodox revival in Israel

The press in Israel is warning of a concerted effort by Orthodox Jews to
win the hearts and minds of the country’s young people. The number of
students in Orthodox institutes has increased by 56.5% in the last six
months. A recent Orthodox “revival” meeting drew 1,500 people. Ortho-
dox Jews see these trends as signs that “the days of Messiah are near.”

H Paganism in China

Paganism is enjoying a resurgence in China, according to Chinese
Around the World. More than 20,000 temples are being illegally built or
restored in Fujian province. Another 9,000 are going up in Henan, with
10,000 in Shaanxi. China’s government-controlled press continues to
rail against “superstitious” practices and several reactionary sects.
Astrology, palm reading and fortune telling are growing in popularity.

B Germany’s belief declines
For the first time, fewer than half of Germany's 81.5 million people
believe in God. Actording to the news magazine Der Spiegel, the
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proportion has dropped from 50% to 45% in the last four years. Some
51% of western Germans profess to believe in God, while only one in
five do so in the east.

BIBLE TEANSLATION UPDATE

At least part of the Bible is now translated into 2,167 of the world’s 6,000-plus languages. That's the
latest form the “Scripture Language Report 1996 from the United Bible Societies in Reading, Eng-
land. Last year, at least part of the Bible was translated into 39 languages for the first time. However
of the 2,167 languages, just 355 have Bibles.

® Muslims in France

Muslim fundamentalism appears to be growing in parts of France,
sparking anger form some in the French majority. In Stratsbourg,
women wearing Muslim chadors are increasingly visible. “When | see a
worman wearing a chador in my neighberhood, I'm shocked,” stated
Stephane Remy, an ardent supporter of the rightwing National Front.
“We absorbed immigrants from Poland, Spain and Portugal because
they are all from the Christian culture and could biend in. But Islam is a
foreign culture, and it's impossible for it to blend in.” She added,
“Stratsbourg is in danger of becoming like Los Angeles.”

B Christians pressured in Myanmar

Hundreds of Naga Tribal Christians in Myanmar are being pressured to
become Buddhists, according to the Compass Direct News Service.
Local leaders blame the army, which often orders whole villages to do
labor projects. Christians are also forced to work on Sundays, while
those of other religions are given rest. The army has ordered pastors to
get the permission of Buddhist monks to hold church services.

| began to study the Bible and then started a church that soon
grew to 60 people. Since that time, | have always been busy in the
ministry. | have started three churches. | am pastoring one and the
others are pastored by men that | trained for the ministry. | have had
nearly 300 souls to be saved now and most of those have been
baptized.

My people are poor and can pay me very little, but | give all |
have to the service of the Lord. | am getting older, but | will not stop my
preaching until | die. There are many who still need to hear the gospel.

My wife and | live in a bamboo hut that has mud plastered
between the wood. Our roof is made of paim leaves. We live and eat
like the people that we minister to. Your kind support will see to it that
we have food to eat and medical attention. It will also provide a way for
me to be able to take the gospel to more villages. Thank you for your
generous help.

| am now pastoring among the Kamu, my wite’s tribe. They had
no leader and no one cares for them. After prayer for His guidance, | felt
His call to come and work among them and we came by faith.

There are so many problems and difficulties in living and in
daily needs but we trust the Lord will supply our needs for the family and
the ministry. We have to stay with my father-in-law and hope someday
we can stay by our own selves.

Our ministry involves going into new villages to evangelize.
After people get saved, we start a church. Of course this takes a lot of
time. It does not happen overnight. We teach our converts about
baptism and when they are ready, we baptize them.

I have a Bible school and | take my students with me.
Sometimes they will perform a drama at night to get the attention of the
village. We have to walk to these villages. Pray that God will protect us
as we travel and that He will give us much fruit for our labors.

Note: Deecha is the son of one of the first preachers sponsored by
Final Frontiers eleven years ago. He is of the Rawang tribe from
northern Burma. His father and mother moved to be missionaries
among the Akha, Lahu and Lisu tribes of Thailand more than 20 years
ago. His mother passed away about four years ago, shortly after
Deecha had begun his ministry among the Kamu Tribe.

During the last month | had the privilege of
winning a head of a village. Last Sunday he came
to my church with all his family members for taking
baptism.

This Sunday | went back to the same village but
I have not faced any opposition or threat from
anyone. Because all my church members prayed
for me and sent me to that village. This time | was
able to win ten people and baptized them in front of
all the people in a small lake situated in the same
vilage.
