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very hard indeed, and keeping time in our ministry appointments is not always 
possible. As preachers, we do walk many miles on foot, covering approximately 
50 - 70 miles a week. Other times we board overloaded "matatus" at great risks 
for our lives. But all in all God has faithfully, cared for us.

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God." However, we do have a remnant of believers that have the resources 
to sends funds to the land of Mexico to give a little support to a national 
pastor that he might be freed from working a full time job and be free to 
preach and evangelize during the week, in addition to his Lord's Day re­
sponsibilities and pastoral duties. 

Come go with me for a few moments by way of thought to this 
land that, in spite of the industrial and economic development, still has its 
contrasting conditions of a few super wealthy along with many poverty 
stricken souls and both in need of a Savior. Hell is filled with both rich 
and poor, if human instrument does not take the gospel to them they will 
suffer eternity in the quagmires of a fiery hell. 

My trip was designed to meet some of the national pastors of 
whom I have learned to admire 
and respect. I traveled by air 
with Pastor Teddy Shumpert and 
his wife, Gloria, to Harlingen, 
Texas. That evening I spent the 
night at the Frontier Baptist Mis­
sion. Departing the next morning, 
we traveled with Missionary Earl 
Kilpatrick and his wife Oneita 
about 300 miles into the inte-

Jorge Deleon's church, located near rior of Mexico. After the usual 
Ciudad Victorlil. experience of border crossing, we 

were well on our way to a little 
village near Ciudad Victoria and it was there that I received my first initia­
tion into the life of a Mexican pastor. By Mexican standards the pastor of 
the first church we visited, Jorge Deleon, and his family were in pretty 
good shape. Economically speaking, however, by American standards they 
lived in poverty. Like most Mexican pastors and their families they live in 
a couple of rooms attached to the back of the church. Their good circum­
stances came from wonderful American laymen experienced in building. 
This pastor and his family were really pleased to have wonderful help. 

We traveled from there through Victoria and over the mountain to 
Soto La Marina arriving there about 6 p.m. that evening. After checking 
into a modest Mexican motel with stone beds and thin mattresses we vis­
ited a national pastor in Soto La Marina and proceeded out into the coun­
tryside to a small village of Tamip Quito, arriving at dusk at the small 
church pastored by Juan Razon. We were invited into his house and con­
gregated in their small kitchen. Sitting at the table, I listened intently as the 
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pastor talked to Bro. Kilpatrick about what the Lord had been doing 
in his life and church. Of course, I could not understand all that was 
said, but was helped when Bro. Shumpert would interpret small 
phrases that he could understand with h!s limited Spanish. I learned ..
from this meager way of communication that the pastor had saved 
some of his support money and had purchased a parcel of land in an­
other village some miles away where he planned to start and build 
another local church. He was, however, being harassed by some cult 
leaders to sell the land to them, but he was firm on his insistence that 
he was going to do what God had said and start the church. Saying 
good-bye, we departed from that 
little village and church to see the 
missionary overwhelmed with 
tears of joy because of all this na­
tional pastor was attempting to do 
for the Lord. 

After a good night's rest 
(ha, ha) on a hard bed we departed 
the next morning for another vil­
lage about 50 miles away. The last 
15 miles of our trip was made 
over large stones with sharp 
edges or deep holes in the road. 
We had to travel at 15 miles an 
hour, hoping that we would not Food preparation for the 5th 
get a flat tire. We arrived at the anniversary celebration. 

village of El Higueron, Tompuli­
pas at about 11 a.m. and people were already arriving for the 5th an­
niversary of the church pastored by Justino Cruz. 

Some of the ladies were preparing some meat in large metal 
pans over a fire. The church building was the largest and nicest 
building in the village and was contrasted by small huts made of mud 
and sticks with what appeared to be banana leaves for their roofs. 

This church building was erected by some of the folks of the 
Calvary Baptist Church in West Columbia, S.c., about five years be­
fore. We had a wonderful service with Brother Teddy Shumpert 
preaching the anniversary message and then we proceeded to partake 
of the physical food. We had to say goodbye once more and depart for 
Texas. We arrived late that evening at the mission station tired and 
exhausted, but thankful for the experience. 

The next morning, we left for Matamoros, Mexico where we 
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visited another poor church that 
was rich in spirit. It was there 
that I had my first experience at 
preaching to a people of another 
language through an interpreter. 
I chose to speak on 
"Justification" and told how God 
did more than pardon us, He 
also justified us. Then on to an­
other church that night and fi­
nally back to the mission station The church building in El Higueron. 
to get some rest before departing 
the next morning for South Carolina. 

My mind takes me back to that Sunday morning after the morn­
ing service at the New Calvary Baptist Church in August of 1960, 
when my girlfriend at that time, now my wife, introduced me to her pas­
tor. He asked me if I was saved and shook me up way down to my soul. 
I never would have believed that five years later I would be saved, later 
pastor for eighteen years and then become a representative with a mis­
sionary foundation raising support for national pastors around the 
world. 

Isn't God wonderful to take someone like me without ability 
and allow me to do such wonderful things, all I have is availability and 
that is what I will be until my Lord calls me home. Often I wonder why 
I did not hear about supporting national pastors as missionaries before 
now. The only reason I can come up with is that my Lord had to teach 
me many things to bring me to the point and place where my simple 
mind could understand the concept. Now that I understand the concept, 
I often wonder if William Carey, the father of modem missions, felt as I 
do, for he too embarked on a new concept in missions, that of raising 
support and going to a foreign land, preaching, leading the lost to 
Christ, baptizing, and teaching doctrine. 

This new concept being pioneered around the world by Final 
Frontiers Foundation is the old in a new way. We can reach the un­
reachable in places where the conventional missionary cannot go with 
peanuts and pocket change. My wife and I are sold on this concept of 
missions, and by the grace of God we want to be completely available to 
Him for His use at all times.

Sponsoring a national preacher is a simple process. Simply 
tell us which country you are most burdened for and we'll provide you 
with information on preachers living there who are approved for spon­
sorship. If you don't have a preference, we'll assign you a preacher 
from our most needy list. 

Sponsorship is $35.00 monthly, however, since we get each 
preacher two sponsors, you have the opportunity of providing double 
sponsorship ($70.00 monthly) if you prefer. This of course, is not re­
quired. The preacher receives 80% of the funding and 20% is used for 
operating expenses. 

As a sponsor you should receive correspondence when we 
send your support to your chosen preacher three times annually. 

Each preacher recommended for support has successfully 
passed through at least three levels of examination and has been 
proven to be doctrinally sound, morally pure and have a verifiable track 
record in church planting and discipleship. 

Sponsorship of a TEAM can be done for as little as $10.00 
monthly, or for any other amount you wish. TEAM stands for Together 
Effectively Advancing the Ministry. Though many preachers are being 
supported, they often collectively lack ministry tools that can be most 
useful. The purpose of the TEAM funding is to provide each country 
with money to be used for such things as purchasing Bibles and tracts, 
printing literature, buying bicycles for the traveling evangelists, building 
a church or Bible school, helping with emergency relief, etc. 

Each trimester as the funds are mailed abroad, the national 
coordinator for every nation is asked to fill out a TEAM Report Form 
which we will send to you. This will give you a first hand report of how 
your funds were effectively used to advance the ministry in that land. 

Sponsorship of an orphan is $35.00 monthly and provides for 
lodging, food, clothing, basic medical care, and education. 

All orphanages assisted by Final Frontiers are administered by 
pastors who are supported through this foundation, and are operated 
as a ministry of a local church. Trimesterly correspondence is 
encouraged between the orphans and their sponsors. 

Membership in the Final Frontiers Society is $45.00 annually 
(for a family) and is used to fund special ministry projects overseas and 
our various international offices.
