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CONTINUED FROM PAGE 3 they consider to be their descendants, (the Guatema,lan 
people and particularly the government), these Indians have a deep distrust of 
the Guatemalan nationals. We have been honored to be received by them and 
considered a friend and partner in the ministry for so many years now. By the h 

way, we have about 30 more applications from approved Mayan pastors who 
need sponsorship if you are interested in helping one or more. (call Judy at 
800-522-4324 or email us directly from our website at www.finalfrontiers.org) 
You can see many of these preachers on our website currently. 

In September, I have plans already of going to Venezuela and Columbia for a 
few weeks. I will be speaking at a conference of church leaders in Caracas 
(about 350 preachers) and visiting their works. Then I will go into Columbia to 
make contacts there. Both of these nations offer some degree of danger while 
traveling, particularly in the Orinoco River basin and throughout Columbia, 
due to the bandits and former communist guerillas. Please remember me in 
prayer as I travel. I really don't want to spend the next 26 years as a hostage if 
I can help it. 

Finally, on the home front, we are in the process of organizing some new 
international offices to help us manage your funds more efficiently and retum 
your preacher's reports to you more quickly. In the future we will attempt to 
put each international office "on line" by providing them with a computerized 
office and email through our website. Each office will receive a computer, a 
scanner and color printer, a portable digital camera and all the necessary 
software to corr~spond with our office and with you too, if you want to 
participate. We are planning to provide some offices with "on line cameras" so 
that you can log in and participate in a church service in Bangkok or Moscow 
or San Salvador or Calcutta. Won't that be something? You can attend a 
church service there and not even have to give when they pass the plate 
around. (Of course you can be sure that we will make it possible for you to do 
so if you want to!) 

Well, you can see that we are staying busy in our Father's Business. We 
appreciate all of you who continue to pray and give, so that this ministry to 
others can grow. We are confident that you are storing up many blessings in 
Heaven for all your labor of love. May God bless you all.

Greater Grace, working in are supported through FFF. 
West Africa. Duane 
George, a Greater Grace 
missionary trained in Ghana (West Africa) established a new 
work in Kampala, Uganda (Central Africa). Greater grace 
evangelizes and starts churches. They do a fine job as do 
many other organizations. In IllY mind, what Greater Grace 
does best is provide Biblical training to pastors. FFF waits in 
the wings until Greater Grace establishes a school and is 
about to graduate its first class. Then we step in and raise 
support for the excellently trained graduate pastors. 

The Greater Grace Bible Institute of Kampala Uganda 
is about to produce its first two graduates, and it was time for 
me to visit and officially launch the Final Frontiers' role in this 
expanding ministry. 

Greater Grace doesn't mess around. When they enter 
a country, they settle in the capital city, start a free Bible 
School and plant a church. In Sub-Saharan Africa the 
Christian church is described as a mile wide and an inch deep. 
This is because Africans are typically drawn to religion, and 
listen to anyone who stands up and starts preaching. Some 
preach for the glory of God, some preach to line there pockets 
with the offering, and some preach for the notoriety and control 
over people. They all attract a following. It is actually too easy 
to start a church in Africa, and for every sincere man of God, 
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the devil has a counterfeit. Solid doctrinal training is the key to 
real growth in the Body of Christ. The difficult course of stUdy 
separates the sincere servants of God from the self-seeking. 
Spirit led followers eventually find the churches where "the 
Scriptures are accurately taught. 

The Greater Grace Bible Institute has been in existence 
for three and a half years. There are 100 currently enrolled. 
My estimate is that about 1/4 of them are already pastors. 
Another 1/4 want to be pastors and will probably start a church 
by the time they graduate. It is a 4 year school offering 6 
courses each semester. A student must take 40 courses to 
graduate. The courses I sat in on were: Marriage and Family, 
Galatians, and Survey of Doctrine (specifically, the"lesson I 
heard was on the Virgin 
Birth).

Frontiers. We have 
accepted applications from 3 
third year students. Two of 
those are working with the 
Sudanese refugees and will 
be featured in an upcoming 
report on the great revival in 
the midst of a brutal civil war 
in Sudan. The rest of this 
article is a report on my accountability trips to the churches of 
Daniel Seruuma, supported by the Calusa Prepatory School in 
Miami, Florida; and Joshua Nalaswa, supported by the Baptist 
Chapel of Jacksonville, Florida. 

October 29: Trip to Daniel seruuma's church in Kabule 
About 12 of us set off northwest out of Kampala in a 

rented van. After traveling 1 1/2 hours, we left the paved road 
which ran through the valley and started up into the hills on the 
dirt two-track road. It's a great time to travel. The rains have 
recently stopped, so the mud has dried but the foliage is still 
green. The road winds up through the forested hills past mud 
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Daniel Seruuma's church which 
is located in his home city of 
Kabule, Uganda. This church 
was built with Daniel's own 
personal funds. 
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and grass homes set in clearings of tilled ground. We crested 
a hill to find a school on the top and a larger concentration of 
homes and cleared land. There .are groves of banana trees.. 
near the houses, and dense rows of spiked cactus bushes 
serving as fences between the fields. 

I was told that Daniel's family owned a lot of land in this 
area and that Daniel, who lived in the city, used the income 
from land rental to build a church building in his home village. 
The church measures about 30 feet by 12 feet, is made of mud 
with rafter poles from the forest, and has a grass roof. It is 
decorated with cloth ripped in jagged strips and looped around 
the rafters, the look is completed with foam peanuts strung on 
a string behind the pUlpit. '. 

In attendance are about 20 women, 15 men, and at 
least as many children. I tho~ght to myself, "It's Friday, I 
wonder what a Sunday crowd is ?". 
Then I realized, "It doesn't matter, 
all of these people are self-sufficient 
farmers. None of them work a nine 
to five weekday". 

The ladies and older girls 
wore a traditional type of dress 
called a gome with exaggerated 
puffy sleeves and a sash of 
contrasting cloth around the waist. 
The neck was square, with two 
buttons on the left. Always two, 
always on the left. I marveled at 
how the dresses could be so clean This lady is pictured 
when there was nothing but dirt wearing a "game", the 
everywhere you walked. traditional dress for 

The songs were all fast and women and older girls. 
happy, sung in a typical African 
chanting style with a lot of movement. No one sings in Africa 
standing still. After the sermon, there was a question and 
answer time. Here again the contrasts of Africa struck me. 
Barefoot women in intricate dresses. Uneducated men asking 
intelligent questions on local issues like tongues, eternal 
security, and the legalistic negative teaching of local 
counterfeit preachers. These preachers constantly condemn 
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their people and keep them in fear of God under the control of 
the preacher. The questions I found most interesting were 
from a well·meaning woman preacher in attendance, who had 
heard the gospel and gone back to her village and start~d a 
church. Now the question was how to transition to a male 

leader without causing the 
church to fold. The 
answers to all these 
questions were wise, 
cUlturally sensitive, and 
backed up with quoted 
Scripture. It would be 
impossible to' "rehearse 
such a meeting. I was not 
getting a polished version 
of the work being done in 

Pastor Joshua Naluswa's church, Uganda. I felt that I was 
located in Kijuya, Uganda. seeing what I came to 

see - an accurate picture 
of how the churches in Uganda are being taught and led. 

After the service, we took a meal at the home of the 
assistant pastor. Kasava, rice and chicken (all steamed in 
banana leaves), squash, corn meal bread, cabbage, and two 
spinach-looking dishes - 1 purple and the other dark green. 
After lunch we walked to a larger village, carved right out of the 
forest, where the hired bus had been told to wait for us. 

Before we left, we started preaching and handing out 
tracts. It was late afternoon on a Friday and the people had 
come into the town for fun. On a market day the stalls would 
be selling household goods and raw foods, but at this time, 
prepared food was for sale and the corn mash (fermenting all 
week) was being poured through a cloth. 

It was not an especially receptive crowd. This was the 
party crowd and some of them were well on their way to getting 
drunk. Yet the gospel was preached, the seed was sown. 
Some will be under conviction on Saturday and might just 
come to church on Sunday. 

Saturday October 30th PM 
Again the troupe headed northwest in the rented van - this 
time to Kijuya, the home village of Joshua Naluswa and his

I was saved in 1985, on December 23rd. My friends 

who were with me did not believe in Jesus as I did. Shortly 
after my conversion, God called me into his service and 
has helped me to call others into His kingdom for salvation. 

I was trained for the ministry by Juan Lemus, who is 
sponsored through FINAL FRONTIERS. Since that time I 
have served the Lord faithfully. I helped Juan to start a 
church in Canton Rosario de Ceren and I also helped disci­
ple the believers there. 

Today I am pastoring another church and am also 
involved in discipleship and evangelism. The members pay 
me only $40.00 each month. We live in a wooden hall that 
has no bedrooms. Our daily food is rice and beans. We 
attempt to grow some of our food, but we also have to buy 
much of it. 

Our nation has been at war for many years and life 
became very difficult for all of us. Many have perished 
without a cause. Now we have relative freedom in our min­
istry, but we still need your prayers for our safety as we 
travel and minister. Your financial help will make our 
situation easier as it will provide many of our needs.

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the world. In one preacher's case, I could see a Ilteral 
physical difference in his health after he had been supported 
for a year; he is now eating regular meals, rather than going 
without food. Our support in U.S. dollars also gives the 
preacher much greater buying power, and protects them 
against inflation and the instability of the ruble. 

We are also blessed to see how effectively our 
Russian men are able to use the funds that God gives them. 
In a previous article in the Progress Report, it was 
mentioned how they were able to take $300.00 in TEAM 
funds, and use it to pay for literature, invitation flyers, rental 
of an auditorium, and transportation and food for preathers, 
in order to hold evangelistic services in the ~ity of 
Serpukhov. This evangelistic outreach resulted in the 
planting of a new church there. Recently, our national 
director for Russia, Vasily Lastochkin, further demonstrated 
not only his unselfish heart, but also his attention to the 
need for accountability in the use of funds. He asked our 
home office if he could use TEAM funds to help preachers 
and lay people in his church who had been going hungry. 
(Of course we said yes!) Another preacher, Roman 
Rudnyev, in Minsk uses his personal support to help feed 
some of the people in his church who are students and get 
only 5 - 7 dollars per month. And another preacher, 
Volodya Rudenko, has used his support to finance his 
travels for evangelism and church planting not only in the 
Moscow area, but also in the CIS nations of Kirgizstan, 
Kazakhstan, and Turkmenistan. 

So, despite all the claims of how "impossible" it is to 
live in Russia, support through Final Frontiers has done a lot 
to provide these hard working Russian nationals with their 
basic needs, ministry and travel expenses, and has even 
enabled them to help others around them who do not yet 
receive any support. It is also encouraging to see how 
prudently the money is handled, and how the national 
missionaries are a living example to us all of living only to 
serve Christ. •

As a sponsor you should receive correspondence when we 
send your support to your chosen preacher three times annually. 

Each preacher recommended for support has successfUlly 
passed through at least three levels of examination and has been 
proven to be doctrinally sound, morally pure and have a verifiable track 
record in church planting and discipleship. ,.. 

Sponsorship of a TEAM can be done for as little as $10.00 
monthly, or for any other amount you wish. TEAM stands for Together 
Effectively Advancing the Ministry. Though many preachers are being 
supported, they often collectively lack ministry tools that can be most 
useful. The purpose of the TEAM funding is to provide each country 
with money to be used for such things as purchasing Bibles and tracts, 
printing literature, buying bicycles for the traveling evangelists, building 
a church or Bible school, helping with emergency relief, etc. 

Each trimester as the funds are mailed abroad, the national 
coordinator for every nation is asked to fill out a TEAM Report Form 
which we will send to you. This will give you a first hand report of how 
your funds were effectively used to advance the ministry in that land.
