My wife was born into a 

Christian family. Her father was a 
pastor. She attended church regularly and thought she wou1d go to 
Heaven. As she grew older she understood she needed to accept 
Christ personally. So, as a child she asked Him into her heart. and she 
has wanted to serve Him ever since. 

I was also born into a Christian family and was active in Sunday 
School, but was not saved. My life was so miserable at one point I 
wanted to commit suicide. Then I heard a Burmese pastor preaching 
and realized that I needed to have the grace of God in my life. I 
repented of my sin and accepted the Lord as my Savior in 1975. I 
dedicated my life to Christ and enrolled in the Bharat Bible College 
where I earned degrees in Theology and Divinity. In response to God's 
call, I am now serving as an evangelist in my own country. God is 
already using me beyond my expectations and ability. 

Our family needs only $85.00 a month and we do receive some 
support from churches where I minister from time to time Your support 
will be very beneficial to my wife, my children and myself. 

Since graduating, I have started 4 local churches and there are 
more than 8 men, who are serving in the ministry whom I have 
discipled Discipleship and evangelism are my main works, but I am 
also involved in church planting. Sometimes, we have ministries like 
youth camps, Bible Seminars and evangelistic crusades. At other times 
we have minister's conferences. This is a good opportunity for those of 
us with an education to help train the tribal pastors who have not been 
as blessed as we have been. 

I speak English, Burmese, Chin, Kachin and Lushai. Most of 
the time I work with other preachers. but at times I am forced to work 
alone as I go into the jungles to preach in the remote villages there.

I am writing to you again this time because 
you are my co-worker in the Lord, and serving the 
Lord together among the Lahu tribe on the moun­
tains. 

Thank you for your support to thee needs of 
this ministry reaching these people to the Lord. I 
am faithfully going out to villages witnessing and 
preaching to the unsaved Lahu tribe, and it is not 
easy for these people to understand our Living God 
because of their background believing in demons 
and worshipping them. But some of these people 
who have heard the word of the Lord for many 
times and then they came to know the Lord. The 
last 4 months at four villages there were totally 40 
of them that came to know the Lord. 

I would like you to pray for us, right now 
we are building a bamboo church for one of the 
villages here, that they may have a place to wor­
ship the Lord on Sunday. Pray for them, they are 
very, very poor and not much food to eat. On the 
mountain most of the villages here are too far 
away from a growing area. Pray for me too, I am 
not only an evangelist, but I am also pastoring at 
the Lahu church because we don't have enough 
pastors. 

My daughter just finished her Bible school 
and will serve the Lord full time among our Lahu 
tribe, but I can not support her, and even for me I 
only got support from you. Pray for us to raise the 
support she needs to go out.
