Abacha. "We would want to know why Gadhafi did not come directly to 
the seat of government" stated Diji Okegbile, an official with the 
Christian Association of Nigeria. "We would want to know why the head 
of state would sit in a gathering where Gadhafi was calling for a jihad 
(holy war)." Nigeria has been the scene of intermittent bloody conflicts 
between Christian and Muslim. In recent years untold numbers of 
Christians have been persecuted and killed for their faith by the radical 
Muslim forces living inside Nigeria.
