After a 
while, I obeyed the Lord in baptism. Until 1986, I was doing a business 
and the Lord called me into His full-time service. My family is happy to 
serve the Lord in the northern part of Kerala, especially among the 
Muslim and Hindu communities.

My wife was born into a Muslim family, but she heard the gospel 
of Christ, confessed her sins and accepted Christ as Lord.

We 
also work with children. I am training someone else to work in the 
ministry. Since being a Christian, I have led 145 people to the Lord. I 
speak three languages so this helps me to reach different tribal groups.

But we are all saved by His 
grace. We have to start planting all over again. 
But we still have no rain so far. We pray for rainfall 
soon. Burma has become the hottest country in 
this year from other southeast Asian countries. 
The Tropic of Cancer zones like Malaysia and 
Indonesia are much cooler than Burma. Why? No 
body knows. Perhaps the Lord's doing. 

This year I entered four new villages but 
only one village of six people responded. Still this 
is a good number. Humanly speaking, I have to 
attempt more and the Lord will add more. 

Please help me more if you can I pray 
because there might be no harvest made this year. 
But the Lord can do good things for us. Pray for 
me and for my little flocks. Thank you.
