Final Frontiers has never taken part in any activities or transactions prohibited by the Georgia
Non-Profit Corporation Code, the IRS Code, or the Constitution and By-Laws of the Foundation. Due
to our status as a public foundation, IRS regulations and state law require strict accounting for use of
all funds at the Home Office and each of our national offices.

The Board of Directors takes responsibility for financial accountability seriously by conducting
detailed, regular reviews of all financial records, and to insure that we maintain the highest level of
accountability for you our sponsors. VWe are now having quarterly board meetings, rather than
semi-annual meetings. All board members are required to attend or to forfeit their seat on the board.

Currently an audit of the financial records is being performed by an independent accounting firm in
Augusta, Georgia, and is nearing completion. You may cali the office and request a copy be sent to
you once it is completed, if you like.

In spite of Satan’s attacks, God continues to give us victory in this work. New sponsors are

taking on preachers, and we are excited to announce that we now have a record number of preachers
sponsored and total sponsorships. The prospects for the future expansion of this ministry are exciting.
